Gentle Path Admission Criteria

1.
Individuals must be at least 18 years of age and meet other 
admissions criteria.

2.
Individual is judged to be in no acute medical danger from mood altering chemical withdrawal and has been evaluated by the Medical Director or designee for appropriateness.

3.
Individual must have a history of sexual addiction, sexual anorexia or 
relationship addiction.  The patient must have impaired functioning 
that has continued for at least one (1) month.

4.
The individual is capable of self care in the areas of personal hygiene, 
dressing and feeding.

5.
Individual does not have any severe medical problems which cannot 
be treated in residential setting as assessed by the Medical Director 
or designed physician.

6.
Individual demonstrates the ability and commitment to meet 
financial obligations.

7.
Individuals who are currently experiencing any of the following shall 
be considered inappropriate for treatment:


A.
Individuals at high risk of physical violence to others


B.
Visual or auditory hallucinations


C.
Psychotic behavior of any sort


D.
Individuals at risk for acutely acting on suicidal or homicidal 




ideation



E.
Individual is not cognitively and not psychologically capable of 




following the program guidelines, especially scheduled 





activities, rules and regulations.

F.
Individuals that have perpetrated sexual contact with an extra-
familial minor will not be admitted.

G.         If an individual has perpetrated sexual contact with an intrafamilial minor admission will be reviewed in depth by the Treatment Team.


H.
Individual has recently committed a rape and/or is a risk of 




committing rape.


I.
If the individual has unresolved legal issues (e.g. warrant for 




patient's arrest), the admission will be reviewed in depth by the 



Treatment Team.  If the patient has court approval to attend 




treatment, admission will be considered.

11.
Individual is not in need of medication deemed inappropriate by Medical Director or designated physician.

12.
If any of the above are questionable, a review of appropriateness for 
entry into or continuation in residential treatment shall take place.  
Patients deemed inappropriate for treatment will be discharged.  The 
Treatment Team will make all possible efforts to find appropriate care of referrals for the patient at discharge and attempt to coordinate care with his/her attending physician, outpatient therapist 
and/or referral source.  The Treatment Team will document anyreferrals or contacts with aftercare providers in the patient's chart.
